 Vince Kuzniewski, Hampton High Schoolôs Technology 

Education teacher, recently received the National School Advi-

sor of the Year award at the 36th annual Technology Student 

Association's National Conference. The conference was held in 

Washington, D.C. from June 27th - July 1st. Mr. Kuzniewski re-

ceived the award in recognition of his many contributions to the 

TSA after being nominated by Dennis Gold, the TSA facilitator 

for Pennsylvania. 

 Not only did Mr. Kuzniewski receive an award at the con-

ference, his team also did well in the ñOn Demandò technology 

contest. Incoming Hampton senior Erica Evans and Victoria 

Lee, a member of Hampton's 2014 graduating class, received 

10th place in the contest out of 150 teams. 

 The ñOn Demandò competition teams were given 48 hours 

in which to create a one minute video production. The project 

highlighted both the students' technical skills and creative abili-

ties. The teams were given rules for their projects, including the 

requirement that they had to include a shoe lace and a water 

bottle as props in their video. They also had to include the line, 

ñDoes that thing really work?" The teams created a binder with a 

story board, script, and a shot list in addition to their video. Ho-

tel security gave the students many restrictions about where they 

could film in the hotel. Also, there was a curfew from midnight 

until 7am when the students had to remain in their hotel rooms. 

Projects turned in even one minute late would be disqualified. 

Clearly, the competition is demanding and the stress level is 

high!
