Safety Bug Makes a  
Stop in Hampton

T 
he Safety Bug car visited Hampton 

High School on a rainy day in April 

and students got to learn firsthand 

why it is called the Safety Bug. The Penn-

sylvania DUI Safety Bug has been custom 

engineered to demonstrate the loss of con-

trol one would experience if operating a 

motor vehicle while in an impaired state, 

such as from alcohol consumption. The key 

difference is that itôs the car, not the driver, 

who is ñdrunk.ò 

 Students and teachers in physical edu-

cation classes walked to the pool parking 

lot and some of the students got to test 

drive the car. Students who have their driv-

erôs licenses had the opportunity to drive 

the Safety Bug while other students were 

seated in the backseat as passengers. A 

driving course with orange cones was set 

up for them in the empty pool parking lot. 

A trained mentor sat in the front passenger 

seat and he controlled settings which 

caused the vehicleôs steering to lose control 

and prompted the braking mechanisms to 

become unpredictable. The result was an 

unsettling episode for the 

teen in the driver seat 

who gained  a firsthand 

glimpse of what it feels 

like to drive under the 

influence.  

 The experience is 

designed to drive home 

the message of safety for 

the driver but also for the 

passengers. While li-

Narcotics Possession

Vehicle Crash 
 

 On Friday, April 4th Hampton Police responded to sev-

eral vehicle crashes, including a four-car accident which 

closed down Route 8 between Harts Run Road and 

Craighead Road for a period of time. There was also a one-

vehicle accident at Route 8 and South Pioneer Road, with a 

vehicle into a pole, causing power outages in the area, in-

cluding several traffic signals. Another two-vehicle accident 

took place at the intersection of Sample Road and Wildwood 

Sample Road. Later in the day, there was another two-

vehicle accident at Route 8 and South Pioneer, where a 

stopped vehicle was rear-ended.
